Tuvaluans are famous for their dancing, this can be seen most prominently in dance
performances and the traditional styles of fatele, fakanau, and fakaseasea. Fatele is
the traditional dance performed to celebrate leaders, and was performed when
Prince William and his wife, the Duchess of Cambridge, officially visited Tuvalu in
2012. They are also known for their music and handcrafts, which are highly
regarded in the Pacific. Women wear a distinctive traditional dress made from
hand-dyed pandanus leaf strips using traditional patterns and colours.

Feasts, featuring traditional dancing and music, are often held at the Maneapas
(meeting houses), which are the focal point of the community. Each Maneapa is
unique, and some are highly ornate.
